The total
amount awarded this year represents a
100 per cent increase over the amount
awarded last year.

At INTI College Malaysia, Human
Resources Minister Dato’ Lim Ah Lek
presented the scholarships to INTI
College Malaysia (ICM) and INTI
College Subang Jaya (ICSJ) students
on June 25.
