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ABSTRACT


In this project, the author endeavors to understand the technology behind instant messaging in general and the Jabber suite of protocols in particular, especially XMPP, the core Jabber protocol. The project itself aims to bring the benefits of Jabber technology to end users. Its ultimate goal will be an instant messaging client that allows users to chat with almost any IM service.

This documentation presents the author’s findings throughout the course of the project, which can be divided into several sections. The initial section introduces the project title, background, and objectives.


This is followed by a length section elaborating on the four phase of the project, beginning with information gathering and analysis, and progressing to implementation and testing. Each chapter here corresponds to an objective in the project specification, with the exception of chapter 5 and 6. While these chapters originally covered to the same objective, under supervisor’s advice it has been spilt into two chapters in this report.


The final section consists of appendices containing the original project proposals, Gantt chart and other such documentation. It ends with a References section detailing the sources the author drew upon for research.
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
